DAY 6: HAGGAI 2
THIS WEEKEND! “ECONOMY OF AN OPEN HEAVEN” with Faisal & Sabina Malick! Hosted by Cornerstone Fellowship in Frederick Md.  

We began this impromptu prayer project after Jolene received two revelatory encounters seemingly related to the impending debt ceiling crisis. 

Until that time, I wasn’t really taking the debt ceiling crisis seriously. It looked like just another example of political posturing. And most of the time, what’s seen in public engagements rarely conveys the full extent of what’s actually going on. 

Which, by the way, is the reason praying in the Spirit is so useful. God knows.

God’s Verdict
So it surprised me when the Lord alerted us of the need to watch and pray. First the Lord spoke to Jolene, “I am about to judge.” The next day, she awoke to the Lord speaking to her “Haggai 2.” 
When God judges, He renders a verdict. And He releases the resources of Heaven to enforce His judgment—to make wrong things right. 

The greatest articulation of His judgment is the word of God. What I feel like the Lord is showing us from these experiences is that Haggai 2 is conveying at least a dimension of His justice for this hour. That said, it’s best to let Haggai 2 speak for itself. Let me just point out two key themes.

Two Key Themes
The first theme is restated twice in this same chapter. God commits Himself to shake the heavens and earth, the sea, the dry land, and the nations. As a result of this shaking, the wealth of nations is released, and God’s house is filled with glory.
The second theme is also emphasized twice. First, God tells Joshua the High Priest to take courage. He then reiterates, “My Spirit is abiding with you, do not fear.”

Beyond this, we trust the Holy Spirit to highlight key points to you as you pray over this debt crisis and beyond. May the blessing of this verdict launch you into a new season of abundance and favor as you seek His glory!
Haggai 2
On the twenty-first of the seventh month, the word of the LORD came by Haggai the prophet saying, “Speak now to Zerubbabel the son of Shealtiel, governor of Judah, and to Joshua the son of Jehozadak, the high priest, and to the remnant of the people saying,  ‘Who is left among you who saw this temple in its former glory? And how do you see it now? Does it not seem to you like nothing in comparison?  
But now take courage, Zerubbabel,’ declares the LORD, ‘take courage also, Joshua son of Jehozadak, the high priest, and all you people of the land take courage,’ declares the LORD, ‘and work; for I am with you,’ declares the LORD of hosts.  ‘As for the promise which I made you when you came out of Egypt, My Spirit is abiding in your midst; do not fear!’  For thus says the LORD of hosts, ‘Once more in a little while, I am going to shake the heavens and the earth, the sea also and the dry land.  I will shake all the nations; and they will come with the wealth of all nations, and I will fill this house with glory,’ says the LORD of hosts. ‘The silver is Mine and the gold is Mine,’ declares the LORD of hosts.  ‘The latter glory of this house will be greater than the former,’ says the LORD of hosts, ‘and in this place I will give peace,’ declares the LORD of hosts.” 
On the twenty-fourth of the ninth month, in the second year of Darius, the word of the LORD came to Haggai the prophet, saying, “Thus says the LORD of hosts, ‘Ask now the priests for a ruling: If a man carries holy meat in the fold of his garment, and touches bread with this fold, or cooked food, wine, oil, or any other food, will it become holy?’” And the priests answered, “No.” Then Haggai said, “If one who is unclean from a corpse touches any of these, will the latter become unclean?” And the priests answered, “It will become unclean.”  Then Haggai said, “‘So is this people. And so is this nation before Me,’ declares the LORD, ‘and so is every work of their hands; and what they offer there is unclean. 
But now, do consider from this day onward: before one stone was placed on another in the temple of the LORD, from that time when one came to a grain heap of twenty measures, there would be only ten; and when one came to the wine vat to draw fifty measures, there would be only twenty.  I smote you and every work of your hands with blasting wind, mildew and hail; yet you did not come back to Me,’ declares the LORD. ‘Do consider from this day onward, from the twenty-fourth day of the ninth month; from the day when the temple of the LORD was founded, consider: Is the seed still in the barn? Even including the vine, the fig tree, the pomegranate and the olive tree, it has not borne fruit. Yet from this day on I will bless you.’” 
Then the word of the LORD came a second time to Haggai on the twenty-fourth day of the month, saying, “Speak to Zerubbabel governor of Judah, saying, ‘I am going to shake the heavens and the earth.  I will overthrow the thrones of kingdoms and destroy the power of the kingdoms of the nations; and I will overthrow the chariots and their riders, and the horses and their riders will go down, everyone by the sword of another.’ ‘On that day,’ declares the LORD of hosts, ‘I will take you, Zerubbabel, son of Shealtiel, My servant,’ declares the LORD, ‘and I will make you like a signet ring, for I have chosen you,’” declares the LORD of hosts.
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
