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Day 1: BEGINNING YOUR JOURNEY
Welcome to 1-1-2011! As many prophets have recently shared, the number 11 denotes transition. For the next 21 days, we are looking forward to journeying with you into this significant year of transition. We’ll have a great time discovering what God is saying for this season. 

But first and foremost, lets set our focus to encounter the Lord daily in a new and fresh way. Here are some suggested goals. First, set aside time each morning to seek God’s face in worship, prayer and the Word. We encourage you to take at least two days each week to fast. OK? 
2011: Year of the Journey
The Holy Spirit recently spoke that 2011 is a year of the journey. Many of us believe we are on a journey simply because our circumstances have changed. But being released into your journey is not the same as taking your first step! 
As new pilgrims called by God for this hour, we encourage you to start your year with a prophetic action. Take a purposeful journey sometime during these three weeks. Plan a day for Holy Spirit pilgrimage. Where is the portal of the Lord open in your region? Where has He been telling you to go? Get there, soak, and receive fresh anointing and direction from Holy Spirit! 

Points of Transition
Many of us perceive transition as an imposition on our lives by negative forces outside of our control. For this reason, our view of transition is almost always tied to loss. What this means is that in the times where we need heaven’s direction and focus the most, we often pursue it the least.
From God’s perspective, transition is a journey--an opportunity to redefine priorities and set a new course for the future. Often the Lord initiates transition to rescue us from old cycles that still rule our lives. On the other side of transition is great gain.
Those who will focus on the Lord, let go of the past, and choose to advance will reach the destination He has for you. Here are some questions to ask. 

· What journeys of transition has the Lord launched me into during 2010? Why? We encourage you to make a list!
· What invitations to transition during 2010 have I neglected to embrace? Why? What am I afraid to lose?
· In what areas of my life do I remain dormant or passive? How is God calling me to move forward?

· What does God want me to gain through transition?
