A prophetic friend recently told me, “When going through the wilderness, you die if you stop moving.”  Within his insight is a mandate for us all. 
When moving through the wilderness, we all face a real temptation to retreat into complacency.  Our hope is that the void of hunger for Jesus will be easier to deal with than the pain of insatiable hunger that is never satisfied.   

As we enter this new season, lets keep focus so we don’t miss the kairos times of our visitation. Allow your hunger for the Bridegroom move you beyond the prisons of self-pity and self-indulgence. Do not let the enemy quench your desperation for Jesus.

Kairos Time: The Feast of Trumpets

National prophetic voices have shared that this year’s Feast of Trumpets is very strategic.  I believe this is especially true for the metro Washington, DC region. 
On June 22, prophetic teacher Sam Brassfield accurately prophesied that God was about to “Wash Washington.” The worst floods recently seen in the metro DC area came a few days later.  In the same word, he also spoke about Rosh Hashanah as a “key day in the Spirit” where “Something will be birthed on the 22 of September.”

The Feast of Trumpets celebrates the Jewish new year, or “head of the year.”  According to Chuck Pierce, this year’s theme is “the Year of the Sword.”  Therefore I do not believe it is coincidence that Iranian president Mahmoud Ahmadinejad will actually be visiting America on the week that Rosh Hoshanah begins!  
President Ahmadinejad is scheduled to address the United Nations in New York City on September 19, as is President Bush.  Please note that this is also only 8 days after we honor with mourning 9-11, the day the towers fell. I strongly encourage you to seek the Lord in intercession during this kairos time.  
Brief Directives for the New Season

As we move into the “Year of the Sword” here are a few key directives the Lord has shown us.
· God wants to restore your awe of Him.  Renounce old patterns of worship that have become an end in themselves.  Press through until awe is awakened again by your encounter with the King!

· Ask the Lord to update your ‘spiritual technology’.  Receive new vision from Him, and new capacities to apprehend and convey His revelation. God wants to give you eyes in the back of your head.  In other words, watch and pray with covenant friends who see your field of harvest from a different perspective.
· It is vital that we watch and pray against sabotage in this season.  Ask the Lord to overthrow plots of sabotage internally and externally.  Pray for homeland security. 
· This is a season of Esther’s favor…and Haman’s disfavor.  Therefore do not be alarmed when Haman sits at your banqueting table. Feed yourself on Christ’s covenant love for you.  Remember the Table of the Lord is also the seat of His justice.

· Receive the sword of God’s word.  We must stand in the council chambers of the Lord, and hear His voice personally, or we will not be able to turn the people (Jeremiah 23:22).  
· In this season, the winds are shifting from betrayal and sabotage to covenant loyalty and the establishment of generational blessings. Allow the Lord to overthrow the stronghold of ‘brother against brother’ in your life, your family, your church and your region. 
· Jesus has saved the best wine for last.  We will write more about this later. Five years ago God began to trumpet globally the restoration of the Tabernacle of David (Amos 9:11). As we enter into this Rosh Hashanah, I believe God is releasing us into the next phase of this restoration (Amos 9:12-13), with an anointing of joy and a season of harvest. May your harvest blessings be shaken loose from the heavenlies this season. And may the mountains drip with sweet wine!
Become a Hebrew

Finally, the Lord spoke to us that this is the year to become a Hebrew.  The word Hebrew means “a people who cross over.”  Do not let the circumstances of your present wilderness determine your identity and destiny.  Remember--you must make the determination to keep moving forward in Him.  Miss me or you’ll miss me!
John took this advice.  He was in the wilderness, exiled on Patmos.  In Revelation 4, John heard a trumpet sound “and immediately he was in the Spirit,” beholding God’s throne.  He crossed over!  We pray that this same experience with the Lord be yours as the tumpet sounds this new year.
