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DAY 2: LEAVING JEZEBEL’S TABLE

“There is coming a day when the Bridegroom is taken away, and in that day they will mourn, in that day they will pray. They will say, ‘things as they are, are not ok, when someone is missing, when someone is absent...’ and in that day they will mourn, and in that day they will pray…”--Jon Thurlow, worship leader, IHOP-KC.
In our lives and world, there’s a general sense that “things as they are, are not ok.” Perhaps you feel it. Perhaps you have been trying to escape it, only to again become re-sensitized by a sudden storm, or an earthquake, or the passing of a dear friend.

The Holy Spirit is beckoning with clarity to His cherished ones. It is time for transition. To loosen the grip of our clenched fist, still clinging to that which is no longer permitted, no longer tolerated, no longer life giving. 
God wants us to finally disengage from Jezebel’s table, and the heinous things she’s serving up these days, and return to the Table of the Lord.  By this, He wants to shut the gate of sabotage in our lives. 

The Sabotage Gate
We all know of gates in the Bible. There’s the east gate, the north gate, the sheep gate, the refuse gate. But where can we find a “sabotage gate?”

I had never heard of a “sabotage gate” either—until a recent prophetic encounter in which the Holy Spirit called us to “shut the gate of sabotage” over a particular region. Then I began to understand that every gate, or entryway into our lives and world, has the potential to become compromised—to become a gate of sabotage. The Bible is literally packed with examples as warnings about this very subject.
As we’ll share tomorrow, key prophets have recently given substantial warnings about challenges that could even sabotage our nation. But for now, lets focus on personal issues that could keep you from fully entering your season of transition. 

The Mouth: Big Gateway
We must understand that our number one “gate of sabotage” is our mouth. The Bible declares that “death and life are in the power of the tongue.” 
Remember that Jezebel’s witchcraft manifested through accusation. Let me repeat this for sake of emphasis: Jezebel’s witchcraft manifested through accusation. This is how she stole Naboth’s inheritance, aborted his destiny, and thereby provoked God’s wrath. 
Lets begin to discern the maturity of those who feel they need to invalidate others to justify themselves. Many are even now entering into discipline from the Lord because of a sustained refusal to break their agreement with the Accuser of the Brethren. Beloved, we can set our hearts and our course for the future by speaking LIFE now! Lets learn to shut the gate of sabotage.
Five Gateways
Below are five personal gateways to evaluate as we move forward. 

1. Our words. Again, death and life are in the power of the tongue.

2. Alliances and relationships. It’s not ok to tolerate covenant breaking, sustained accusation, ungodly control or abuse. Let go and move forward. 
3. Supply lines. Are they godly or tied to compromise and idolatry?

4. Sexual expression. Jezebel is just outside the gate of your covenant boundaries.
5. Giving. Portals of heaven open and close according to our obedience in this realm. Remember that open heavens are tied to clean altars.
OK. Father God we ask you to strengthen us for the transitions now upon us, even as a nation. Please help us identify and shut the gates of sabotage in our lives, our family, and our world. Help us to disengage from accusation and every other aspect of Jezebel’s table we have succumbed to. Help us to mature. Guard us even as you establish us and mature us into the image of Your Son. In Jesus’ name!
