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DAY 12: THE 12-12 CAMPAIGN
Twelve symbolizes government and apostolic order. We have entered into a new era, where God is emphasizing the governance of His Son. The campaign for Jesus is growing exponentially!
With this in mind, we present to you the 12-12 Campaign. As with 2011, we are emphasizing four practical disciplines to practice every day: pray, prepare, campaign and act! In addition, God has given us very specific mandates for this year. We cannot emphasize enough how honored we are to share with you both the labor and the victories. And look forward to collaborating with you this year!

New Birth of Freedom
In the 11-11 Campaign, our primary directive was to divorce Baal and reset covenant with Jesus Christ on a statewide and national level. By this, God would grant our nation "a new birth of freedom."
In the Gettysburg address, Abraham Lincoln recorded his longing that "this Nation, under God, shall have a new birth of freedom, and that government of the people, by the people and for the people shall not perish from the earth." By the Holy Spirit, this became our cry as well. Unexpectedly, this project brought us to Civil War battlefields and historic places of awakening across the land. 
Two Prophecies by Rick Ridings
We felt the Lord was governmentally releasing two prophecies by Rick Ridings, the "Wind Tunnel" word and the "Nutcracker Prophecy." Both conveyed God's desire to join north and south in awakening and union. The wind tunnel word shared how, when Mobile AL broke forth in revival, God would open a wind tunnel from Mobile to Boston, and release the winds of awakening across the eastern seabord. Rick prophesied that this tunnel would open with an initial burst. An unprecedented outbreak of tornadic activity between AL and MA confirmed this in the natural. 

The Nutcracker word shared how, when north and south joined together in prayer for Washington DC, it would have the effect of a nutcracker, cracking the hard shell of demonic resistance over the Capitol. 
Declaration of Covenant
On July 4, teams from the south, west and north converged at the Lincoln Memorial to present to the Lord a Declaration of Covenant. Essentially we asked God to marry our land again, according to the founding covenants of our nation. Our teams had just journeyed and prayed through Civil War battlefields and historic wells of revival across the nation, beginning in New Orleans, Topeka Kansas, and Plymouth MA respectively. 
Not coincidentally, a month and a half later, the Washington Monument actually cracked due to an earthquake! As a tribute to George Washington's legacy, I have affection for this monument. But the architecture is also a symbol of the very idolatry God had divorced us from. The cracking of this structure was a tangible sign that God "cracked the hard shell of demonic resistance." More importantly, it is also a sign that He agreed to marry our land!
Culminating the 11-11 Campaign
The 11-11 Campaign culminated on 11-11-11, after 40 days of prayer in Washington DC led by James Nesbit. From the steps of the Lincoln Memorial, we again presented the Lord with the Declaration of Covenant. This time we were joined by leaders nationwide, resetting covenant at virtually every state capital!
12-12 Campaign--House of Glory
The 12-12 Campaign begins where the 11-11 Campaign culminated. It is very interesting that Hanukkah occurs over 12-12-12 this year! We had no idea of this when the Lord gave us our ministry theme for 2012, "Witness of the Lampstand."

The story of Hanukkah parallels our own cleansing process from idolatry, and resetting covenant with the Lord. Israel was conquered by rulers tied to Zeus, another name for Baal. They actually had the audacity to sacrifice a pig on the altar of God's temple to claim it as their own. Incensed by this defilement, God's priests mobilized. They soon reclaimed the temple. 
The priests cleansed the altar and relit the menorah, or lampstand, to re-consecrate their temple as a holy dwelling for God--a House of Glory. The lamp only had enough oil to burn a single day. Miraculously, the lamp burned for eight days!

Last year, God granted a divorce from idolatry, laying a foundation for His glory to be restored. This year, it's time to reset the lampstands and relight the flame! It's time to see the Lord transform His house into a House of Glory.
Bridal Canopy Forms
During a ministry time as we entered the new year, Holy Spirit spoke to us, "Light the lamps and pitch the tents, for this year I tabernacle with My people!" This phrase has become the most clear definition of what we're called to do this year.
In our recent Bridal Canopy posting, we shared a vision by Cindy Jacobs of the enemy's intent to X out our nation. By this vision, Cindy knew the enemy had a plan to “X out” our nation and destiny in Christ... this “X” that traversed our nation somehow became transformed into a bridal canopy."

Isaiah 4 records: When the Lord has washed away the filth of the daughters of Zion, and purged the blood of Jerusalem from her midst, by the spirit of judgment and the spirit of burning, then the Lord will create above every dwelling place of Mount Zion, and above her assemblies, a cloud and smoke by day, and the shining of a flaming fire by night. FORE OVER ALL THE GLORY WILL BE A BRIDAL CANOPY.

This is what's ahead for 2012 and beyond. Much like we partnered with the Lord to see Rick Ridings' prophecies come to manifestation, we feel this word is a primary focus for the 12-12 Campaign. The enemy wants to X out our nation. God wants to restore us as a House of Glory! 

2012: Staking in the Bridal Canopy! 
For years now, we felt that God has commissioned us to somehow drive the "tent pegs" of this bridal canopy into the four corners of our nation. Based on several prophetic words, we feel this is the year to accomplish this. 

Our goal is to facilitate this in conjunction with Lampstand Convergences in all four corners, beginning in Seattle Feb. 23-25. We are honored that Dr. John Benefiel will be joining us, as well as Lampstand veterans Randy Demain, Martin Frankena, and Jason Hubbard. Suffice to say, we are greatly anticipating this gathering. Please make plans to join us. Together we can stake the bridal canopy in place!

Four Winds, Four Corners
Last summer, Randy Demain gave us one of the first confirmations about this project. When we asked him about staking the four corners, His obscure yet profound reply was simply, "Four winds, four corners. Yeah, I'm in!"
Four winds, four corners. Wow did that resonate!
Remember how the wind tunnel opened in 2011, with an initial burst. But that's not where the promise ended. We have yet to see these winds of Holy Spirit awakening released across the eastern seabord. 
In a similar way, Ezekiel's breakthrough began with a release of God's breath (see Ezekiel 37). That's not where the process ended. To finish the process of resurrecting God's army, the Lord had to breathe again! COME FROM THE FOUR WINDS, O BREATH, and breathe on these slain that they may live!

This year, we believe God breathes again. And His army will spring forth to life. Not sure why or how, but we know the release of these four winds is connected to the four corners. But God does. Four winds, four corners. Resurrection life!
This not only goes for the four corners of the nation, but the four corners of each state, and the four corners of Washington DC. We are now collaborating with other ministries on these projects, and will share about them very soon. 
The East Gate & the House of Glory
We also feel led to focus again on the east coast for the release of these winds of awakening. By revelation we feel that the east coast represents to God the geographic east gate of our nation. In Ezekiel 43, God's glory is restored to the land by way of the gate facing east. And through this gate He fills His House with glory! 
This year, may the Lord transform us into a House of Glory. Yes, Lord!
