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DAY 6: CONSECRATION! DINNER BY CANDLELIGHT
We start each year with a desire to sanctify ourselves to the Lord in expectation of the great things He will do. This year, the Lord led Jolene and me to commit ourselves in this manner during Hanukkah, the Feast of Dedication. 

You may remember how Hanukkah celebrates the re-consecration of the Temple after it had been defiled by rulers and priests of Zeus. It’s important to note that Zeus is actually another face of Baal. Against this backdrop, the priests cleansed the temple of the blood of an unholy sacrifice. They relit the lampstand—the menorah, so that God’s light could again be seen in His temple. And though they only had enough oil for a day, the lampstand burned for eight days!

Tonight: Candelight Consecration!
We have not felt led by the Lord to issue a call to consecration for the year publicly until tonight. What I feel we are to do—and I mean this corporately, for all who will participate—is to receive communion nightly every evening for 8 days. 
God wants us to have light in this valley of vision. Beloved, we suggest that you light your lamps. Picture it as inviting Jesus to a candlelight dinner! During these 8 nights of consecration, worship the Lord and receive communion. Commit yourself to Jesus Christ for this year.
Here are four areas for consecration for you to review during this time: Home, Family, Church, and Workplace. We suggest you anoint your home, family, church, and workplace with anointing oil. Cleanse them from spiritual darkness, and welcome Holy Spirit and the angels of the Lord Jesus Christ, sent to minister on behalf of the heirs of salvation. Declare that the power of disorder has been removed, and God’s governmental alignment is established!

As you receive the Table of the Lord, we suggest reading Isaiah 53. Remember the precious gift Jesus is to you personally. For your convenience, the passage is below. 

Isaiah 53 (Isaiah 52:13-Isaiah 54:3)
Behold My servant will prosper, He will be high and lifted up and greatly exalted. Just as many were astonished at you, My people, so His appearance was marred more than any man, and His form more than the sons of men.

Thus He will sprinkle many nations, Kings will shut their mouths on account of Him; for what they had not been told they will see, and what they had not heard they will understand.

Who has believed our message, and to whom has the arm of the Lord been revealed? For He grew up before Him like a tender shoot, and like a root out of parched ground. He has no stately form or majesty that we should look upon Him, nor appearance that we should be attracted. He was despised and rejected by men, a man of sorrows and acquainted with grief; and like one from whom men hide their face, He was despised, and we did not esteem Him.

Surely our griefs He Himself bore, and our sorrows He carried; yet we ourselves esteemed Him stricken, smitten of God and  afflicted.

But He was pierced through for our transgressions, He was crushed for our iniquities; the chastening for our well-being fell upon Him, and by His scourging we are healed.

All we like sheep have gone astray, each of us has turned to his own way; but the Lord has caused the iniquity of us all to fall on Him. He was oppressed and He was afflicted, yet He did not open His mouth; like a lamb that is led to slaughter, and like a sheep that is silent before its shearers, so He did not open His mouth.

By oppression and judgment he was taken away; and as for His generation, who considered that He was cut off out of the land of the living, for the transgression of my people to whom the stroke was due?
His grave was assigned with wicked men, yet He was with a rich man in His death, because He had done no violence, nor was there any deceit in his mouth.

But the Lord was pleased to crush Him, putting Him to grief; if He would render Himself as a guilt offering, He will see His offspring, He will prolong His days, and the good pleasure of the Lord will prosper in His hand.

As a result of the anguish of His soul, he will see it and be satisfied; by His knowledge the Righteous One, My Servant, will justify many, as He will bear their iniquities. 

Therefore I will allot Him a portion with the great, and He will divide the booty with the strong; because He poured out Himself to death, and was numbered with the transgressors; Yet He Himself bore the sin of many, and interceded for the transgressors.

Shout for joy, O barren one, you who have borne no child; break forth into joyful shouting and cry aloud, you who have not travailed; for the sons of the desolate one will be more numerous than the sons of the married woman, says the Lord. 
Enlarge the place of your tent; stretch out the curtains of your dwellings, and spare not; lengthen your cords and strengthen your pegs. For your will spread abroad to the right and to the left. And your descendents will possess nations, and will resettle desolate cities.
