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DAY 7: THE ELIAKIM SHIFT
Special thanks to James Nesbit and team, who for forty days contended for the release of the Eliakim Shift in Washington DC.  This was the primary theme of DC-40. Important to note how at least one DC Council leader resigned and confessed to alleged corruption immediately after the “DC-40 Reprise” this Wednesday. 

Mary, mother of Jesus, has a message for us. No, she didn’t appear in an apparition last night. Instead, the true Miriam’s words are made alive by the Spirit of God. They prophesy about Yeshua—her Son. They prophesy about the Eliakim Shift.

Jesus Brings Down Rulers
“He has done mighty deeds with His arm; He has scattered those who were proud in the thoughts of their heart. He has BROUGHT DOWN RULERS FROM THEIR THRONES, AND EXALTED THE HUMBLE. He has filled the hungry with good things, and sent away the rich empty-handed. He has given help to Israel His servant, in remembrance of His mercy, as He spoke to our fathers, to Abraham and his offspring forever” (Luke 1:51-55).
Mary—Miriam—saw prophetically how Jesus would bring down rulers from their thrones. In this year of governmental order, God is emphasizing this aspect of Christ’s nature and character. He is the King of kings. His sacred blood, shed to redeem mankind, forever bears witness of His endless worth to govern mankind. 
And as an aspect of Christ’s justice in the earth, He is now moving to remove those who mistreat the people entrusted to them for their own unjust gain. 

Isaiah 22: The Eliakim Shift
This is the primary message of Isaiah 22, “the oracle of the valley of vision.” God sets the stage for a confrontation with unjust leadership by bringing Israel to a point of decision. Elam—modern Iran—is about to invade Iran. God makes clear there is no escape except through repentance and restoring covenant with Him.
Through this national crisis, Israel’s leaders are put to the test. How will they respond? “In the day the Lord God of hosts called you to weeping, to wailing, to shaving the head, and to wearing sackcloth. Instead, there is gaiety and gladness, killing of cattle and SLAUGHTERING OF SHEEP, eating of meat and drinking of wine. “Let us eat and drink, for tomorrow we may die” (22:13).
Instead of repenting, Israel’s leaders covered over the crisis with more food, more wine, and more partying! They refused to take responsibility for their national condition. They continued slaughtering the sheep—using the resources of the sheep for unjust gain. 

You can almost hear their response to Isaiah. “Hey… this crisis isn’t really a crisis! God loves you. Don’t listen to that prophet over there. He’s always striving. He’s always calling us to take responsibility that’s not ours to take. Always calling us to repent. God just wants you to be yourself. Now…another leg of lamb please.” 

Confronting Unjust Stewardship
Time and time again in the Bible, God emphasizes His mercy. But to these unjust, selfish leaders He declares a verdict almost unprecedented in the entirety of Scripture. “Let us eat, drink and be merry, for tomorrow we die,” they say. “Surely this iniquity shall not be forgiven you until you die,” says the Lord God of hosts!
From this declaration on, the Eliakim Shift begins. Shebna, treasurer of the House of David, becomes a symbol of all leaders who are compromising in their stewardship. He is literally hurled out of office—with God declaring he is a “shame to his master’s house!” (22:18). 

Too often the body of Christ has tolerated leaders with a known legacy of self-gratification at the expense of their constituents. Just a brief look at the travesty of child abuse by church leaders will convince you of this. 
The five-fold ministry is in place for the betterment of their community. It’s time we no longer tolerate this behavior. God certainly isn’t!

Accounting & Accountability
Again, Shebna was a treasurer—essentially in charge of the investments of the House of David. As Chuck Pierce reently noted, it’s very important to understand the Treasury this year. This includes how God is moving to expose unjust stewardship, from the US Treasury to Wall Street. 

But it also applies to the household of God. Sticky point here. But accounting and accountability have the same root word. It’s time we are all open and accountable in our stewardship. It’s the only way we will emerge from the reproach of a “den of thieves” to again become a House of Prayer!

And if we are to become a house of prayer, maybe our budgets should reflect this priority. Especially in this governmental year, so critical for our nation!

Summoning Eliakim 
“Then it will come about on that day that I will summon My servant Eliakim the son of Hilkiah. And I will clothe him with your tunic, and tie your sash securely about him. I will entrust him with your authority and HE WILL BECOME A FATHER to the inhabitants of Jerusalem and the house of Judah” (22:21). 
The name Eliakim means “God of arising” or “God of awakening.” God chose Eliakim specifically because he had the heart of a shepherd. He would perpetuate the covenantal legacy of David. As a father, instead of using his constituents for his own gain, he would divest of himself to invest in their well-being. By this he would mentor two primary spheres—the capital of Jerusalem, and the house of Judah—the house of praise. Awakening and transformation would be released!
House of Glory—Three Realms! 
“And I will set the key of the house of David on his shoulder, when he opens no one will shut, when he shuts no one will open. And I will drive him like a peg in a firm place, and he will become a THRONE OF GLORY to his father’s house” (22:22-23).  

God wants His house to be a House of Glory this year. We feel this so strongly that we’re setting “House of Glory” as the theme for our annual Lampstand Convergence in Washington State this year. More info at www.lamplighterministries.net
For His house to become a house of glory, God’s Eliakims must be summoned. Note that Eliakim is given the key of David. The key of David unlocks the house of David—including the Tabernacle of David. From this throne of intimacy with God, governmental authority releases transformation.
Again, Eliakim is replacing an unjust steward. So this key of David must also unlock the treasury of David! As we see the Eliakim shift this year, three realms will be greatly impacted. The “house of prayer” movement will experience a much greater expression of governmental authority. The governmental realm will be greatly impacted by true fathers and mothers. 
And God will release greater funding, greater wealth, to establish the covenant which He swore to our forefathers. Honestly, this last facet of the Eliakim Shift will cause much controversy. 

Shifting the Powerbase
Because through these shifts, God will be shifting the powerbase of our culture. Money that once flowed to some will now be released to others. The power of influence will be removed from some and released to others. 
Right now, Shebnas are being drawn to a point of decision in all spheres. It’s time for leadership change. And either we become Eliakims ourselves, or Eliakim will surely be summoned.
